College Career and Military Readiness (CCMR) Goals

College Career and Military Readiness emphasize the importance of all students from Kindergarten to 12th grade having exposure to a wide variety of careers.  

Elementary - In elementary students explore different careers through Career Role-playing, guest speakers and career/college day.
Middle/High - In middle and high school students will narrow down their career aspirations and select a pathway or endorsement that will provide them with a sequence of courses to prepare them for their future career and college major.

SAT
Students take the SAT for university admission.

9th, and 10th graders have an opportunity to take the PSAT.
11th and 12th graders take the SAT

Texas Success Initiative Assessment 2.0 (TSIA 2)
TSIA 2 is a state mandated assessment used in Texas public colleges and universities to determine college readiness in English Language Arts and Reading and mathematics.
9th graders wanting to enroll in dual credit take the TSIA 2.

Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB)
The ASVAB is designed to measure aptitudes, knowledge and skills in various technical and academic areas to predict their potential for success in military training and specialized jobs.  Students can take the test in the Spring semester.
